EFM is a program of theological 
education-at-a-distance of the School of Theology of the University of 
the South. Students sign up one year at a time for this four-year program. 
It covers the basics of a theological education in the Old and New 
Testaments, church history, liturgy, and theology. We meet once a week 
for two hours in a seminar under the guidance of our trained mentors, 
Eunice and Pat. The program grants a certificate at the completion of the 
four years and 18 Continuing Education Units for each year. Please talk 
to Pat or any of the current members of the group if you would like to 
know more about the program, or pick up a brochure by the front door.
